Table Rack State Park
YURT PROJECT

Table Rock State Park fearures the first full-service yurt in the state parks
system. This yurt has two bedrooms, bath, kitchen, living room, heating and
air conditioning. The occupancy for this yurt has been extremely high since
installation (See Example A). The proposed project is to add five additional
full-service yurts to create the yurt village area in the park campground. The
five 30" yurts would be installed on existing basic cmpsites.

The annual revenue generated by the proposed yurts is estimated to be
$141,700 (See Example B). Revenue is estimated using current yurt rates and
occupancy for the existing full-service yure at Table Rock State Park. The yurts
are expected to last 20 years and cose $800,000 (See Example C) to install. The
anticipated payback for this project is less than six years.

STATE PARKS

A. WHY PURSUE THIS PROJECT?

The full-service yurt at Table Rock State Park is
extremely popular, exceeding 72% occupancy during
the on-season and more than 9% occupancy on
weekends. This proposal includes five additional
full-service yurts on existing basic lakeside campsites.
The premium yurts provide an adventurous state

park lodging opportunity for families and groups.

CABIN PROJECT

State park cabing are the maost popular lodging option offered in the
state park system. Based on the success of the full-service yurt at Table
Rock, we are proposing the addition of eight full-service cabins. The
cabins would be constructed between the existing park entrance and
maintenance area where electric, water and sewer are all available, The
cabins will consist of two four-bedroom units and six two-bedroom

units.

The annual revenue generated by the cabins are estimated to be more
than $395,000 (See Example B). Revenue is estimated using current
cabin rates in other state park and the occupancy of similar units. The
proposed cabins should have a life of nearly 80 years and cost
Apprmiuulcly $4 million dollars (See Example C) with a pu\'lm.k of 10

years.

A. WHY PURSUE THIS PROJECT?

Cabins are the most popular lodging rental in the
state park system. Lakeside cabins ar Table Rock State
Park are expected 1 be very popular based on the
occupancy of the park’s full-service yure. Full-service
cabing will provide 2 memorable overnight option for
guests wanting to spend the night in the park and

enjoy the many recreational opportunities available,

B. WHAT IS THE REVENUE THAT

WILL BE GENERATED BY THESE IMPROVEMENTS?
Comparable two-bedroom cabins in another state
park, rent for an average of $208.60 a night.
Comparable four-bedroom cabins rent for an average
of $316.45 a night. Based on these rates, and
occupancy of similar units, the cabing would generate
more than $395,700 anaually.
