The Mission offers such community services as 
day care centers and adult talk groups, athletic teams. Caroline Mission 
also maintains a summer camp for kids.

Caroline Mission still exists today, although at a new location-Caroline St. and 
Ewing Ave. It continues to provide services for poor neighborhoods.

43. History and Significance: 

•.. Charles Gibson, perhaps did more than any other citizen to develop Lafayette 
Park. Gibson procured legislation at the capital city, Jefferson City, that 
gave Lafayette Square protection from encroachment of any nuisanc~ within a distance 
of 600 feet from the park on all four sides. Physical improvements to the park 
are as fo 11 ows: 

Cast iron fence - About 1868, the City of St. Louis set up an architectural competition 
to guide them in the building of an iron fence about the entire Lafayette Square. 
The designs submitted by architect Francis Tunica won first prize in the competition. 
Bids were solicited, and the contract for ironwork was let to P~J. Pauley and Bros. 
of St. Louis. Mr. Tunica was retained to supervise the erection of the fence and 
the marble gate posts, which were quarried in Glencoe Missouri. Total cost of 
the fence amounted to over $50,000, and the fence was completed in 1869. 

Bandstand - In 1867, the first bandstand was built in the park, and regular band 
concerts were begun that year. 

Police Station - About 1860, the City of St. Louis leased a park superintendent who 
would build himself a cottage on the property so he could police the place at all 
hours and collect a small admissions fee. 

Benton sculpture - In 1868, a statue of local resident Thomas Hart Benson was unveiled. 
The sculptor was Miss Harriet Hosmer, the first woman ever to have been admitted to 
medical school in the United States. The Inscription beneath the statue of Benton 
reads "There is the·. East, There is India. 11 A crowd estimated between 25,000 and 
40,000 was present for the ceremonies. Senator Benton's daughter, Mrs. John C. 
Fremont, unveiled the ten foot bronze statue, and Francis P. Blair was the orator 
for the day. 

Washington sculpture - In 1869, a bronze figure of George Washington was dedicated 
in Lafayette Park. This was one of W.J. Hubbard's six reproductions of the original 
marble :statue of Washington by Houdon, that stands in Virginia's Capital in Richmond. 
The statue had been in St. Louis nine years before being placed in the .park, 
therforecrowds at the unveiling were thin. Mayor Nathan Cole was orator for the day.

1415-1427 S. 18th Street/1800-1810 McNulty: This one story 'structure was 
designed simultaneously with 1500-1520 Vail/1814-1824 McNulty (described above) 
by the firm of A. Anderson, Clark and Matthews, for a .·total cost of $22,000.
