It was explained to them
that the silt deposits are probably the only reason that it is holding any water. Dredging it could
cause irreversible effects.

Wanted to know if foam along the lake shore was safe. Explained to them that it is normal on
windy days. Dead fish along lakeshore - dead invasive carp. Fisheries biologist explained the
aging out of large invasive fish.
