	Description: Join us at Missouri Mines State Historic Site to view the 2024 solar eclipse in complete totality. The eclipse will last from 12:41-3:16 p.m., with a one-minute, 47-second period of totality beginning at 1:58 p.m. Prior to the eclipse, the site's museum will be open for free self-guided tours from 9 a.m. to noon.

Event attendees should bring, water, snacks, and a chair or blanket to sit on. Specially designed solar filters, such as eclipse glasses, are needed for direct viewing of the eclipse, and a limited number of eclipse glasses will be available for purchase at the event. Parking will be available on the site grounds for the duration of the eclipse.
